Air Gap Drain
3⁄4" – 2"

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This air gap drain is not designed for use on valve assemblies 
with flood sensors. 
The air gap drain is not designed to catch the maximum 
discharge possible from the relief valve. The installation of 
FEBCO air gap with the drain line terminating above a floor 
drain can handle any normal discharge or nuisance spitting 
through the relief valve. However, floor drain size may need to 
be designed to prevent water damage caused by a catastrophic 
failure condition. Do not reduce the size of the drain line from 
the air gap fitting.
This funnel cannot be installed on 3⁄4", 1", or 11⁄4" assemblies 
prior to S/N A1275.
The drain funnel is neither designed to nor able to support 
drainpipe weight. Support the drain piping by other appropriate 
means.
The air gap drain is designed to drain away minimal discharge 
from the relief valve port. It is not intended to drain all discharge 
possible from the relief valve port.

For an indoor installation, check that the valve assembly is 
located near a floor drain sized to handle the maximum relief 
port discharge.

1. Attach the air gap drain to Series 825Y noting the 
requirements by size.
For sizes ¾" to 1¼". Attach the funnel to the relief valve, 
under the discharge shield, using the ½" long bolt.
For sizes 1½" and 2". Depressurize the valve assembly and 
remove the lower cover bolt (through bossed area on the 
backside of the relief valve). Install the 1½" long bolt through 
the cover and tighten. Attach the extension spacer to the 
funnel using the ½" long bolt and nut. Position the funnel 
over the protruding bolt and retain with the nut.

2. Thread the drain piping into the 1" IPS connection in  
the drain.
